Important information inside to make your stay more enjoyable!



STAFF - Housekeeping service is provided 
in each of our rental properties (service is 
provided Monday thru Saturday). If staying 
in one of our vacation homes, you will also 
note a gardener/pool caretaker on the 
property. A select few homes are also staffed 
with a night time security guard. If you have 
booked a meal plan service, a cook will 
also be on staff. Your NSR Guest Service 
Representative can help coordinate meal 
times. Out of respect for our cooks, we ask 
that breakfast is served at the earliest of 8am 
and dinner at the latest of 7pm (exceptions 
can be made for special occasions).

SECURITY - Though the development is
well secured, we highly recommend taking 
the extra precaution of locking doors
and placing valuables in your safe (cash, 
passports, jewelry, etc.). Please close safe 
doors softly to ensure the batteries do not
fall out and you become locked out. For 
extra security, guards patrol the development 
during the night.

AIR CONDITIONING - NSR properties
are equipped with mini split A/C units 
cooling each room individually. To ensure 
energy is conserved and your units operate 
effectively throughout your stay, keep 
doors and windows closed while running 
AC. Savings achieved help us keep rates 
affordable.

POWER OUTAGES - Occasionally, 
Hacienda Iguana has power outages. If your 
property has a backup generator or battery 
system, it will start automatically. The battery 
systems usually only last 3-6 hours and 
provide electricity to basic appliances (fans, 
fridge, and some outlets). All NSR properties 
contain an emergency power outage kit 
(candles, matches, flashlight), which is 
located in the kitchen.

TIPPING - NSR property staff appreciates 
customary tips. Many guests have asked
for the suggested one-week tipping rate so 
please use these rates as a reference point. 
Ultimately, your tip should reflect your group 
size, length of stay, and satisfaction.

	 •	In condos, we encourage $25 if you 
		  received only cleaning or $80 if you 
		  received cleaning and a meal plan 
		  (based on a one week stay)

	 •	House tips are divided between the 
		  housekeeper, cook, gardener and security 
		  guard. We recommend $75 for cleaning 
		  only and $150 with a meal plan (based 
		  on a one week stay)

CHECK IN/OUT - Please remember that 
check in begins at 3:00pm and check out is no 
later than 11:00am. To check in or check out, 
visit the NSR store to pick up or drop off your 
keys (keys are in the black safe outside after 
business hours. The combination is 2005#).

Surf breaks within walking distance:

PLAYA COLORADO 
(south end of the beach) is 
Nicaragua’s premier beach 
break known for its barrels. 
During low tide, you will 
surf a fast hollow wave with 

rippable corners. During higher tides, you 
can surf less critical conditions. Regardless of 
the tide, you can always catch a fun wave. 
As with any sand bottom beach break, daily 
conditions may vary. Be on the lookout for rip 
tides and other surfers. When the conditions 
align, you can get the tube of your life!

PANGA DROPS
(north-middle section 
of Playa Colorado) is a 
swell magnet and usually 
produces a more sloping 
and easy-to-ride shape 

than Colorado. The deep horseshoe reef 
creates a shifty wave that produces rolling 
rights and lefts. Panga Drops is a great spot 
to avoid the crowds and practice your turns. 
This break is exposed to the offshore winds 
and has strong currents inside so be ready 
to paddle. Be mindful of the rocks inside 
(at lower tides), sneaky cleanup sets, and 
sting rays during cooler water temperatures 
(shuffle your feet in the shallows).

LOS PERROS (north point 
of Playa Colorado) is a 
fickle wave. It’s rare that 
the conditions align but you 
could enjoy open faces with 
slabby barrel sections. Be 

careful of the end section closeouts, shallow 
rocks, and strong currents in the rocks. Works 
best on the 8’+ range swell.

Surf spots to the north of Hacienda Iguana 
(closest to farthest):

PLAYA ROSADA is a 
fast left reef break. Due 
to the shallow reef, it is a 
critical slabby wave with 
barrel sections. This wave 
is very sensitive to swell 

direction and tide. Offers some offshore wind 
protection and works best at low tides. Be 
careful of the sharp reef and paddling out 
through the small keyhole. Can be accessed 
by car (30 minute drive and 10 minute walk) 
or by boat.

PLAYA SANTANA is a 
wedgy beach break with 
3 main peaks. It handles 
small to medium swell and 
provides rampy waves 
up to head high swells. 

Santana is a consistent wave with heavier 
crowds. Mid to higher tides work best. Keep 
an eye out for scattered rocks. It can be 
accessed by car (30 minute drive).

BATTLESHIP ROCK/LIL’ 
WAIKIKI is at Magnific 
Rock near Popoyo and it 
is a great spot for mellow 
waves and beginner 

surfers. When a big swell rolls through, it 
stays fun and easy. Best mid to high tide. It 
can be accessed by car (25 minute drive).

POPOYO is the wave 
that put Nicaragua on the 
surfing map. It features a 
powerful a-frame reef with 
good rights and great lefts. 
When there is a big enough 

swell, the Outer Reef breaks and continues 
through Rubber Duckies for amazing lefts. 
Popoyo is very consistent, holds almost every 
swell size, and offers some protection from 
strong offshore winds. Mid to higher tides 
are ideal to protect yourself from the reef. 
This is a popular break so you rarely surf 
it alone and has strong currents inside. It 
can be accessed by car with a $3/person 
entrance fee (30 minute drive).

EL ASTILLERO features 
a beach break at the river 
mouth. Typically, you 
can score hollow waves 
with lighter crowds at the 
northern section of the 

beach. Astillero is best on a mid-tide and
can feature a nice barrel. Be careful not to 
leave your car unattended because petty theft 
has been frequently reported! During heavy 
rains the water can be dirty. This break can 
be accessed by car (45 minute drive) or by 
boat for $190 (45 minute ride). *Boat is 
recommended mode of transport.

LANCE’S LEFT/
ASTILLERO POINT/THE 
LEFT is a soft and long left 
point break that
is fun for a wide range of 
surfing abilities. On a good 
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day, you can catch a rippable wave for 300 
yards! Works best on a lower tide but it is 
deep enough to avoid the reef. With swell, 
larger crowds possible. Schedule a boat 
and combine Lance’s and Playgrounds for a 
double session. This break can be accessed 
by car (45 minutes) then walking (additional 
20 minutes) or by boat for $100 (45 minute 
ride). *Boat is recommended.

PLAYGROUNDS 
has been deemed the 
Nicaraguan Trestles for 
its cobble stone a-frame 
reef. You can surf fun 
rights or long rippable 

lefts. Playgrounds is a mellow wave that 
accommodates all abilities and board types. 
Make sure you time your trip here at mid 
tides with calm winds. This is one of the 
coolest breaks in Nicaragua and a must
to visit! It is accessible by boat for $190
(45 minute ride).

Surf spots to the south of Hacienda Iguana:

PLAYA AMARILLO is 
the next beach to the south 
of Playa Colorado. The 
south section can be great 
for surfers of all ranges 
due to the softer waves. 

The middle and north areas of this beach 
break feature fast hollow waves similar to 
Colorado. Amarillo works best at higher tides 
and is a fun spot to take beginners on smaller 
swells. Rare cases of petty theft have been 
reported so use precaution.

PLAYA MANZANILLO 
is a left point break located 
inside the community of 
La Isla de Guacalito. It 
features an easy take- off 
with a shallow barrel 

section with long rolling faces to the inside 
closeout section. Time your trip to Manzanillo 
when there is a moderate swell with the 
correct direction. Manzanillo is best mid to 
higher tides to avoid shallow reef and enjoy 
better shape. It is accessible by boat for 
$100 (20 minute ride).

BOAT
INFORMATION:
	 •	Book a boat trip to surf other spots and 
		  enjoy Nicaragua’s coastline 

	 •	We highly encourage surfing in small 
		  groups (3 to 4 surfers); however, the 
		  panga can hold up to 6 passengers 

	 •	The boat service runs for a maximum of 7 
		  hours starting at the arranged pick up 
		  time, and must be back at port by sunset 

	 •	Boats are equipped with a small sun 
		  shade and a cooler with ice and 
		  water. We recommend bringing extra sun 
		  protection, drinks, and snacks 

	 •	Guests typically paddle out to boats at 
		  Playa Colorado. If you prefer not to 
		  paddle out, roundtrip transportation to 
		  and from Gigante can be scheduled for 
		  an additional cost

	 •	Please refer to the surf breaks section 
		  above for pricing details and spot info
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SURF PHOTOGRAPHY:
	 •	NSR can schedule a professional 
		  photographer to document your sessions! 

	 •	A single session (2-3 hours in the water) 
		  costs $100/person 

	 •	A full day (6 hours of surfing for groups 
		  of 4 people) costs $300. Each additional 
		  person costs $50 and hopping on the 
		  boat costs an additional $25

NSR SERVICES:
NOTE: To book a service, coordinate with 
your Guest Service Rep or the NSR store. To 
ensure a reliable service is provided, services 
must be coordinated during normal business 
hours. Please understand we will do our best 
to coordinate last minute inquiries however 
a 24 hour notice is ideal.

	 •	Stop and Go Surf Market is located in the 
		  Hacienda Iguana commercial center.
		  Sells a wide variety of snacks, medicines, 
		  alcohol, fruits, ice, souvenirs and basic 
		  amenities. Golf cart rentals also 
		  available. Open everyday from 8am to 
		  11pm (hours may vary). 

	 •	The Rios Market is also located in the 
		  Hacienda Iguana commercial center. Sells 
		  a variety of nonperishable goods, basic 
		  grocery items, alcohol, and ice cream. 
		  They are open everyday 8am to 8pm.

	 •	The Riviera Market is located 300 meters 
		  south of the main gate to Iguana. This 
		  full-service market offers everything 
		  (meals, snacks, alcohol, medicine, 
		  personal products, and much more) and 
		  delivers to your property. They are open 
		  Monday through Saturday from 8am to 
		  7pm everyday and Sundays from 10am 
		  to 5pm.

	 •	  La Colonia is located in Rivas (45 minute 
		  drive from Hacienda Iguana)
		  It’s the most well stock grocery store with 
		  freshest produce and open 8am to 9pm 
		  Monday through Sunday.

	 •	Don Eloys is a sports bar above the 
		  NSR store that serves pizza, sandwiches, 
		  salads, seafood and more. It serves 
		  local and imported beers and a variety 
		  of liquors and are open Tuesday to 
		  Sunday from 1:00pm to 9:00pm. Enjoy 
		  the game, a pizza, and some beers! 

	 •	Scoops and Spokes a cafe and ice cream 
		  shop located across the NSR store.
		  They are open Thursday to Tuesday from 
		  7am to 2pm and they serve a variety 
		  of ice creams, coffees, fresh fruit juices, 
		  smoothies, milkshakes, and specialty 
		  lunch items. 

	 •	Downtown Iguana is located in the 		
		  commercial area. They serve delicious 
		  food with good prices. Check them out 
		  for an authentic taste of Nicaragua and 
		  enjoy a drink in their outdoor area. Open 
		  Wednesday to Monday from noon until 
		  9pm (Sunday until 8pm).

	 •	Casa Ananas is located in the commercial 	
		  center of Hacienda Iguana on the back 
		  side of the Iguana Surf Rentals office. 
		  Their specialty is Italian cuisine but they 
		  offer different themed dinners. Thursday 
		  to Tuesday 5:30pm to 10:00pm.

	 •	 Iguana Brewery is located next to NSR 
		  They offer craft beer as well as a variety 
		  of national and imported beer. They also 
		  offer a full bar and a food menu that 

		  includes wings, pizzas, tacos and 
		  specials. Open everyday noon to 9pm.

	 •	Gigante has many small restaurants/ 
		  cafes in the town square. You will find 
		  cheap delicious local food in good 
		  portions (right on the beach). Go to 
		  Juntos for a night out and try Café 
		  Cicada’s brunch on the weekends.

	 •	La Finca y El Mar is Rancho Santana’s 
		  clubhouse restaurant. It offers a variety of 
		  delicious local and international food. 
		  Make reservations to enjoy a sunset 
		  cocktail in their outdoor area and a fine 
		  meal afterwards. Only dinner is available 
		  to the general public. A reservation 
		  is required- be sure to contact your guest 
		  service rep for assistance. 

	 •	La Boquita at Playa Rosada (in Rancho 
		  Santana) serves up a delicious variety 
		  of tapas, pizza and cocktails. It is 
		  open Wednesday to Sunday from 5 - 9pm 
		  (reservations required).

	 •	La Taquería at Playa Los Perros (in 
		  Rancho santana but also accessible from 
		  Iguana) serves tacos, burritos, quesadillas, 
		  ceviches, beers, margaritas and more. 
		  Wednesday to Sunday 11am - 4pm.

	 •	Avila’s Tacos Mexicanos located in Limon 1
		  serves a variety of tacos and other dishes 
		  and it offers a salsa bar to make your 
		  meal your way.

	 •	La Calabria located in Limon 2 (near 
		  Santana). They serve wood fired brick 
		  oven pizzas that are priced and portioned 
		  well. La Calabria is a must visit!
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	 •	Yolanda’s Cafe located in Limon 2.
		  A long-time travelers favorite local spot.
